The Congress of Vienna: Remaking Europe After the Napoleonic Wars
	The purpose of this historical committee is to present an opportunity to develop the original goals of the conference, with one historical difference that alters the course of the debate.  After the signing of the Treaty of Paris in May of 1814, plans were immediately developed for an international conference in the near future, designed specifically to appease the demands of a war-torn continent, the presence of a conservative/royalist resurgence, and the re-integration of France into the diplomatic fold.
	Beginning in fall later that year, the Congress (not truly a congress in the formal sense) was inaugurated in the city of Vienna, renowned for its internationalism and culture.  Delegates from virtually every country, nation-state, principality, city of importance, and other major entities were in attendance.  Their goals were often self-serving and opportunistic, yet all held a common desire to come to some sort of agreement about the future of European diplomacy and sovereignty.  History tells us that their deliberations were interrupted in March of 1815 by the dramatic return of the exiled Napoleon to Paris, the ouster of the recently returned Louis XVIII, and the Hundred Days of one last struggle against an enemy France.  The tone of the debate, previously much more conciliatory towards the defeated French juggernaut, became harsher and more demanding after Napoleon’s eventual permanent defeat and exile.  The course of the Congress was irrevocably altered when Napoleon left Elba and returned unopposed to reclaim (albeit briefly) his empire.
	But what if Napoleon did not choose to return, opting instead to rule his tiny island kingdom while enjoying his privileges as a (former) emperor?  Without his return, the Bourbon restoration would begin without a significant single competing faction.  The Congress would be more inclined towards leniency in regards to France.  The immortalization of the Battle of Waterloo would never have occurred.  The War of the Sixth Coalition, ending with the aforementioned Treaty of Paris in May of 1814, would have been the definitive end to the Napoleonic Wars. 
	This, then, is the task of this committee: to hammer out a realignment of the balance of power without Napoleon’s return or the Hundred Days.  Assume that up until March of 1815 (the time of Napoleon’s historical return) every other historical event has occurred.  This is not a crisis committee.  Delegates will not receive anything such as updates on troop movements or public agitation.  The goal of the committee is to create a single, unified resolution which solves the postwar problems of disunity, widespread destruction, imposition of a foreign civil and judicial code, opportunities for German unification, and other such demands which characterized the period.
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
