The Role of the Disarmament and International Security Committee to Inhibit Terrorist Groups
	Terrorism is an increasing threat around the world. Terrorist groups such as Al Qaeda are continuing to pose as threats to humanity. Many countries all over the world are negatively impacted by these extremist groups but progress to permanently inhibit these groups is insufficient. Terrorist groups around the world are constantly causing upheaval, so immediate actions must be taken in order to diminish the negative influences of terrorist groups on global societies.
	Terrorist groups such as Al Qaeda and the Somali Pirates continue to function despite the determination of various governments around the world to break up such extremist groups. In order to permanently inhibit the growth and practices by terrorist groups, the world must collectively address the root of the problem. Necessary actions must be taken to freeze funding and disarm the terrorist groups that are negatively impacting a majority of the world.  
	In order for most terrorist groups to function they must have an adequate amount of weaponry. So, if the world collectively discovers the primary distributors to terrorist groups, such groups will slowly begin dissolve due to a lack of arms. Another key aspect for a terrorist group to function is that they must have adequate funding. A terrorist groups’ financial stability allows them to be more influential in undeveloped nations, which is where most extremist groups harbor. In order to inhibit terrorist groups, the methods in which such groups are funding must be stopped. Terrorist groups will continue to function unless the finances that they are dependent upon are located. As the disarmament of terrorist groups will hinder the progress of terrorist groups, the stoppage of funds will inevitably cause such groups to dissolve over time.
	In order to adequately address this issue, the Disarmament and International Security Committee must take charge to mandate the necessary roles that global governments must use to inhibit terrorist groups. Make sure to take into consideration the many different terrorist groups around the world on basis of their roles. Also consider the negative as well as positive impact of terrorist groups on the society in which they form. It is the responsibility of this committee to completely generate a set of guidelines, procedures, and actions that will lead to disarmament and the stoppage of funding of terrorist groups.

1. How is funding provided to a terrorist group and what can be done to find and stop such funds?
2. How can superpowers and third world nations collectively hinder the growth of terrorist groups?
3. How can a terrorist group effectively be disarmed?

Global Genocide Intervention
	The 1948 Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of Genocide defines genocide as being an "intent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, ethnical, racial or religious group”. These deliberate mass killings have been prevalent on a global scale for thousands of years, and can be observed today causing remorseful destructions. Several unavoidable obstacles are noted as patterns in many of the conflict ridden areas, but if global coalitions get involved, and problems are carefully addressed in a dynamic manner, existing genocides may dwindle to minimal concern, and rising ones can be attended to efficiently.
	Darfur is one of the genocides that has remained a long-standing problem with international attention. In early 2003, the two rebel groups, the Sudan Liberation Army (SLA) and the Justice and Equality Movement (JEM) accused the Khartoum government of oppressing black Africans in favor of the Arabs. The accusations made against the Sudanese government by the two groups led to tense rebellions and ongoing attacks attracting global notice and alarming internal citizens. The consequential effects of these conflicts have been overwhelming in the past eight years. Over 200,000 conflict-related casualties have occurred and 2.7 million persons have been displaced, 250,000 of these taking refuge in Chad. Several peacekeeping troop organizations such as UNAMID and UNMIS have been implemented but have been arguably noticed as being corrupted or ineffective. Funding for these peacekeeping missions is a pressing concern, and the IDPs that are dispersed throughout numerous African states need to be reintegrated into society.
	Tackling the general issue of global genocides should include, but not be limited to addressing Darfur. In addition to resolving pre-existing genocides, post conflict transitions in areas requiring aid efforts should also be attended to. These include Sri Lanka and Democratic Republic of Congo where thousands or refugees remain displaced economies need to be revitalized. 
	The problem of applying humanitarian aid to these war torn states is corruption and little to no improvement. Therefore aid that is given should be done so in a careful manner. In addition, the relocation and reintegration of refugees requires immediate attention. Millions of refugees are displaced because of the violence in the aforementioned genocides. The incorporation of IDPs into the economies of affected states should also be closely considered as the fragile economic bases of these nation states may not be able to sustain possible further unemployment or provide for these civilians efficiently. Political and security sector reform should also be considered when debating about this topic. 
Questions to Consider:
1. What role do NGOs and other organizations play in resolving these issues? How can they be promoted and further utilized?
2. How much does the general national sovereignty affect plans for security/political sector reform?
3. How can self-sufficiency of a nation be ensured after discontinuing/ decreasing the application of foreign aid?
