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	The country of India has been characterized by having a far from sufficient government due to its vast amounts of corruption. Many influential government figures do not act justly within the Indian Government. This viewpoint is held by many Indians, the two most influential individuals being Anna Hazare and Swami Ramdev. These two Indians have collectively sprung up one of the most important revolutions in the history of India.
	The anti-corruption movement in India has been a direct result to many corrupt practices within the Indian Government. Along with government corruption, there has been evidence for police corruption, judicial corruption, corporate corruption, kleptocracy, electoral fraud, red tape and black money. Corruption is a huge issue in India and is hindering its progress to develop into a highly advanced nation. 
	Anna Hazare and Swami Ramdev continue to pursue a strong and independent government that is free of corruption as well as many other reforms that will better the state of India. They are gaining progress through non violent protests, hunger strikes, civil resistance methods, online activism, civil disobedience, and other demonstrations to unify the people of India to strive for one common goal. 
	The Indian Government has positively reacted to the anti-corruption movement but progress is very minimal. The government has enacted recent legislation to strive for some anti-corruption measures however progress has been slow. As the movement is going on in India, it is the duty of the United Nations to support the state of India in any way that seems appropriate.
	In order to adequately address this issue, the Special Political and Decolonization Committee of the United Nations must support the Indian people and maintain peace within the nation to prevent national chaos. Make sure to take into consideration how the revolution in India is impacting different countries and the stance the United Nations should hold towards the anti-corruption movement. Also consider how peace can be maintained not only within India but around the world in places were revolutions may spring up as a result of the movement in India.

But also in another parts of Sudan, many have decided that the Darfur Political Process will replace the usual meetings that are attempted to resolve issues, but many question whether or not the refugees will have any part in the type of bureaucracy.
	Sudan Refugee problem has a very important safety concern issue. For those who have not fled yet due to the action and commotion that is happening, the ones who will resettle in other areas are the Dinka and the Nuer People. Others have come from Egypt and or Kenya. There are also thousands of refugees from Sudan have achieved protection under the UNHCR in Egypt

	Questions to Consider:
1. How should the United Nations take action without infringing upon the countries personnel sovereignty?
2. How should the refugee in Sudan’s be kept at bay, relocated, or be accommodated?
3. Is there any permanent solutions to this refugee problem, if not, how will your respective country handle this situation?
