Indefinite imprisonment of foreign nationals relating to rogue/totalitarian states across the world
In recent times, 2002, the Center for Constitutional Rights or the CCR, was the first organization to file two habeas corpus petitions, Bush v.Rahul and Bush v. Habib, challenged the U.S. government’s practice of indefinite containment of foreign nationals that were captured in Afghanistan and other states, during the war against the Taliban and the al-Qaida and placed in state detention centers. The prisoners have been labeled as the enemy and have not been able to contact the judging group in any way. The Supreme Court, due to the administration’s objections, agreed to a November 2003 hearing of the cases, of Guantánamo detainees, namely Rasul v Bush and al Odah v. Bush. The arguments were heard on April 20, 2004.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Japanese-American internment was the relocation and confinement by the United States government, approximately 110,000 Japanese Americans who lived along the Pacific coast were sent to camps called War Relocation Camps, during the start of Japan's attack on Pearl Harbor. The confinement of Japanese Americans was applied unequally throughout the United States because other locations were much safer than others. For example, Japanese Americans who lived on the west coast of the United States were all interned, while in Hawaii, where it was much more catastrophic, more than 150,000 Japanese Americans which was over one-third of Hawaii’s population. Also near the center of the United States such as Kansas and Texas were moved up north Towards Idaho and Montana, where it was significantly less population of people and more likely for safety thanks to the rugged terrain.  The United States is by no means the only country in the world with problems such as these.  Many countries in Asia and the Middle East have also come under diplomatic pressure in regards to indefinite detainment policies.

Rights of people indigenous to the United States and other regions
The United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (UNDRIP) was adopted by the United Nations General Assembly recently in New York City, on 13 September 2007.
But because the General Assembly declared this, it is not a legally binding contract that abides by international law. According to a United Nations press release, it “represents a dynamic development of international legal norms and it reflects the commitment of the UN's member states to move in certain directions"; the United Nations describes it as imposing a significant setting of "an important standard for the treatment of indigenous peoples that will undoubtedly be a significant tool towards eliminating human rights violations against the planet's 370 million indigenous people and assisting them in combating discrimination and marginalisation." With the fundamental layout now in place, it can make ways to much newer and precise regulations and enforcements that are yet to come in the following years.
In contrast to the Declaration's rejection by Australia, Canada, New Zealand and the United States, United Nations officials and other world leaders expressed pleasure at its adoption. Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon described it as a "historic moment when UN Member States and indigenous peoples have reconciled with their painful histories and are resolved to move forward together on the path of human rights, justice and development for all.” This is also a major improvement on the opposing party. 
Prior to the adoption of the Declaration made by the General Assembly, a number of countries expressed concern about some key issues, such as self-determination, access to lands, territories and resources and apathy in the definition of Indigenous people, which will play a major part in the debates yet to come.
