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	No matter how wealthy or poor a nation is, child malnutrition exists all over the world. The United States holds one of the highest child obesity levels in the entire world and other developed nations are not far behind. In Africa, China and India, contrast to most highly developed nations, a majority of children are not provided with sufficient amounts of food to survive. Both superpowers and undeveloped nations contain child malnutrition. In addition, communicable and non communicable diseases are spreading quickly due to malnutrition, thus child mortality rates are increasing. Child malnutrition is truly unfortunate and in order to suppress the increasing mortality rates of youth and to prevent average life expectancies from decreasing, the World Health Organization must provide aid.

The Role of the World Health Organization on Maintaining Food Safety throughout the World
